Topic: Clause and phrase

OBJECTIVE: To understand the meaning of clause and phrase

Clause

A clause is a group of words that includes at least a subject and a verb E.g, I am running, the man danced well, When the moon shine, lurked in the shadows.

In the first sentence, the subject is “I” the verb is the “running”

Can you identify the subjects and the verbs in other three sentences (clauses)?

Types of clauses

There are two types of clauses and they are:

-Independent clause

-Dependent clause

-Independent clause

An independent clause is a clause that can stand alone as a sentence. Eg. I am still grounded. I will be forgotten. A commuter once beat me at chess.

Dependent clause

A dependent clause is one that is usually a supporting part of a sentence eg.

 After I die.

 Even though, I made N5000.00 daily.

 Although she was beaten.

Phrase

A phrase is a group of words that adds meaning to a sentence. A phrase is not a sentence because it is not a complete idea with a subject, verb and a predicate eg.

 After the meal. 

The nice neighbor, 

 The boy on the bus.

Types of phrases

There are five main types of phrases and they are:

1. Noun phrase

2. Verb phrase

3. Adjective phrase

4. Adverb phrase

5. Prepositional phrase.

1. Noun phrase

Examples:

The nice neighbor

The lost puppy

The flu clinic

2. Prepositional phrase

Examples:

After the meal

By the brook

For a while

On the table

3. Adjective phrase

Examples:

The very small kitten jumped at the big dog.

Something in the corner was moving.

My new kitten makes me very happy.

4. Verb phrase

Examples:

Running on a wet floor

Was eager to eat dinner

Was waiting for the rain to stop

Will be coming.

5. Adverb phrase

Examples:

I parked the car right here.

He ran very quickly.

Meet me at the mall later this evening.

He performed the  tasks without care.
